beloved Credit Union.  It means a lot to me to know that I’ll leave behind one of the most admired financial 
institutions in our region. It is my sincere hope that, during my years of service, the many people whose 
work drives the innovation at APL FCU have in some way improved the lives of our members in achieving 
their financial goals. 

     As far as my successor goes, the Board of Directors has engaged an executive search firm to lead a  
national search to ensure that it finds the best fit for the President/CEO position. Rest assured, our  
dedicated Board of Directors will play a very active role in the selection process. 

     In closing, I’d like to thank the Board, Staff and Members for making these past 28 years so enjoyable. It 
has been an incredible honor to be the President/CEO of your credit union. I sincerely believe that there are 
many great opportunities for APL FCU on the horizon, and I look forward to witnessing its continued growth 
and success.
